Citation rules: Format in-text citations according to APA 7th edition (e.g., “As noted by Petrenko (2023)...”). Self-citations are permitted only in justified cases (per COPE guidelines) and must not exceed 10% of total sources.

Describe the methods and approaches used in the study in sufficient detail to enable another researcher to reproduce the results.

For empirical data, specify the sampling process, data sources, and time frame.

Present formulas on a new, centered line, with equation numbers in parentheses aligned to the right. Use a formula editor (e.g., Microsoft Equation or MathType).

All figures must be created by the authors and submitted in an editable format. Scanned images and figures downloaded from the Internet are not permitted.

Number tables, figures, and formulas consecutively and place them immediately after their first mention in the text (e.g., Figure 1 or Table 1).

Provide captions for illustrations on a new line immediately before the figure. Format the word Figure and its number in italics, and the figure title in bold. Align captions to the left and do not use a paragraph indent. It is recommended to format tables in the same way.

Sources for all tables and figures must be provided immediately below them in 12-point font.

Tables must have visible 0.5 pt borders and use a font size of at least 12 pt.

All illustrations (figures and tables) must be submitted in an editable format, either within the text or as separate files. Graphs and diagrams should preferably be created using MS Excel tools within the article file. If they are created in a separate MS Excel file, the original files must also be submitted with the article.
